A Theology of the Sacred Heart of Jesus

Received in the Suggestion Box at Saint Catherine of Siena Parish
THIS IMPORTANT MESSAGE S oo following suggestion (?): “Stop writing college
course in bulletin. Add something for everyday use.” This sug-
gestion was said to benefit “all.”

I was quite taken aback by this offering, which was written more in
the imperative mood than in the subjunctive or optative mood one
would expect of a suggestion. Taken aback because, as I explained at the beginning of this series in June 2025. I
wanted to share that “precious friendship,” as Pope Francis described it, which is devotion to the Sacred Heart. I
noted that my reason for “because I am so deeply convinced that the fire with which the Sacred Heart burns for
love of the world and for each of us can set us on fire, in turn, for Jesus Christ and for our brothers and sisters, such
that we come to love with the very heart of Christ, just as we strive to have about us always the mind of Christ and
the attitude of Christ (c.f., Phil 2:1ff).” Being devoted to the Sacred Heart for as long as I can remember — I have a
Sacred Heart Holy Card that my Grandmother Mary gave me, as I am told, for my first birthday and I carried it so
long, transferring it from pocket to pocket, and kissed it so much as a child, that my mother eventually laminated it
for me (no mean feat in the early 70s) — I find it difficult to think of anything more important, more meaningful,
and more of everyday use than knowing, loving, and being devoted to the Sacred Heart. I never perceived that my
sharing that knowledge or that love would be construed as collegiate or not something for everyday use. After all,
being devoted to — in deep, profound love with — Christ Jesus is the greatest something of everyday use.

Also, since my seminary days, I have long thought that the Sacred Heart was the best way to explain the person of
Jesus Christ, the Paschal Mystery, Sacrament of the Eucharist, the place of the Church, and true devotion. And I
had been looking for a way to offer a kind of systematic presentation of this to those entrusted to my pastoral care
because of the primacy of place I give the Sacred Heart in everything. I have done serials like this in prior parish
bulletins at my other assignments: a series on the art and architecture of the Cathedral of Saint Joseph, Wheeling
(over four years!); a series on the Litany of Saint Joseph, for the year of Saint Joseph; a series on the Eucharist, for
the year of the Eucharistic Revival to name a few. But this one was always rolling around in the back of my heart:
the desire to share my love of the Sacred Heart with people I am to care for and striving to care about.

I should have known trouble was coming. Recently, a parishioner asked me who the author of these columns is,
noting that she and her husband had discussed whether I was drawing them from a book or some other source or
recycling them from some prior written work of my own. When I admitted that I was the author and did each one
as a novel work each week, there was an expression of incredulity . But, the directive “stop writing college course
in bulletin” hit hard. It’s akin to “stop talking about how much you love your wife.” So, I do not know where I
will go from here but I’ll likely keep writing the columns for myself as a way of thanking Jesus Christ for the great
privilege of knowing Him and loving Him. Whether I publish them within these parishes is another question.

Fortunately, the same correspondent followed up with another missive in the imperative mood: “Update on St. Lou-
is.” This suggestion was said to benefit “members of St. Catherine. Answer community question.” I had thought
of a funny/not funny intro to the thing providing updates on Saint Louis IX, King of the French, and how he is doing
in heaven; St. Louis, Missouri and how it is faring as Gateway to the West, semi-weird Arch with its internal elevator
train thingy and all; and recently confirmed news on the fate of passengers of M.S. St. Louis, the infamous “Voyage
of the Damned,” a serious blot on the Franklin Delano Roosevelt administration. But I fear moving from being la-
beled “too collegiate™ to being labeled “too cute.”

As the questioner well knows, St Louis Mission, Lewisburg was closed during the COVID pandemic and not reo-
pened. This was not the first closure of that mission, which had been idled several times in the past and was directed
to be permanently closed by the Diocesan Pastoral Plan in 2014. Before my arrival, the Finance Council at Saint
Catherine, either as a whole or some members, had spoken with the diocesan Bishop, advising him that the parish
could not afford maintaining the building and, therefore, that the Diocese should take the building, sell it, and keep
the proceeds of the sale.

When I was appointed pastor, the diocesan Bishop directed me to take one year to study the matter and bring back a
recommendation regarding the future of the Mission. The day I arrived in the parish, as I was unloading my boxes
with the help of friends, a member of that Finance Council came to the Rectory to tell me that St. Louis should be
sold. After the first Mass I was able to be celebrant for in the Parish, a parishioner at Saint Charles waited for me un-
til I had finished greeting everyone else to tell me that St. Louis should not be sold. But, I have done as directed by
my superior and taken one year to study the question and return with a recommendation.

I must admit that I had been agnostic on the question of St. Louis, knowing from a diocesan perspective the waxing
and waning of this mission as with many of the other missions that Bishop Hodges started in adaptive space during
his episcopacy in the 1970s. None has fared well; very few remain in use; the majority have closed; most have been
sold.

I have discussed the Mission with the Parish Finance Council at Saint Catherine many times — the Mission being in
that Parish’s canonical territory and therefore that Parish’s sole responsibility. The inquirer knows this. This past
summer, the Parish Finance Council and the Parish Pastoral Council were consulted one final time and the decision
was taken to proceed with a sale.

In the meantime, I had been working closely with the Diocesan Finance Office and the Diocesan Office of Buildings
and Properties to ensure that the Parish would be part of the sale process and would recognize at least some share of
the purchase price as compensatory for the years of maintaining the building, in essence clawing back at least some-
thing of what had previously been given away by a prior consultative body.

In August — October, as the writer also knows, parish crews worked to empty and rehouse a number of items from the
building. Then I waited for a response from the Diocese.

At the present time, this is where matters stands: I am looking for a professional cleaner to do cleaning and mold
abatement in the building (a person who frequented the building left a window open in the Spring allowing moisture
to enter the lower level, again a matter the questioner knows). Once the professional cleaning has been carried out, a
For Sale sign will be placed in the yard with Mr. John Reardon’s number on it (he is the Diocesan Director of Build-
ings and Properties). We want to attempt passive sale for a time and see how it goes. So, update on St. Louis? It’s
FOR SALE - not for lease, not for rent, not for lease to buy — FOR SALE. Tell your friends, tell your neighbors, tell
the questioner. It’s FOR SALE. How much? Call 1-304-639-1996 and talk to John Reardon if you want to make an
offer. The merely curious can wait for the actual sale and a future “update on St. Louis” to learn what Saint Cathe-
rine Parish realized from it.

Now to close in compliance with the second part of that first “suggestion,” I add this for everyday use: Do not look
directly at the sun for sustained periods of time, as you may do serious damage to your retinas. It’s no joking matter.
Just ask John Quincy Adams and Galileo Galilei. (Exit author, stage right.) !!We will not now return you to our
regularly scheduled programming!!
