Dear Family,

This is Divine Mercy Sunday, recently established in the year 2000 under the authority of Pope St. John Paul Il. It is based on the
private revelations of an uneducated Polish nun, who was also canonized the same year by JPII. Though without formal educa-
tion, she was able to write a lengthy diary based on the many apparitions of Our Lord and Our Lady. Among the directions she
received from Our Lord, she had an icon of Him painted by an artist in Vilnius, Lithuania. It was to appear in the likeness of his
appearance to her.

Also, Our Lord made the request that she ask that a Divine Mercy Sunday be established. Pope John Paul Il had the full research
be done for the canonization of the Polish nun, Sr. Faustina Kowalska. In that process, the request for Divine Mercy Sunday
became known to the pope, which resulted in the Second Sunday of Easter being named Divine Mercy Sunday.

This is also a day in which one can receive a plenary indulgence. An indulgence is “a remission before God of the temporal
punishment due to sins whose guilt has already been forgiven, which the faithful Christian who is duly disposed gains under
certain prescribed conditions through the action of the Church which, as the minister of redemption, dispenses and applies with
authority the treasury of the satisfactions of Christ and the saints”. An indulgence can be partial or plenary, i.e., partly or all sins.
Receiving Holy Communion in a state of grace and going to confession within a week of the day is all that is necessary.

This compares to the four parts of an indulgence:

have the interior disposition of complete detachment from sin,
even venial sin;

have sacramentally confessed their sins;

receive the Holy Eucharist (it is certainly better to receive it while
participating in Holy Mass, but for the indulgence only
Holy Communion is required);

pray for the intentions of the Supreme Pontiff.

Divine Mercy Sunday—excerpt from St. Maria Faustina Kowalska’s Diary

The Lord expressed His will with regard to this feast in His very first revelation to St. Faustina.
The most comprehensive revelation can be found in her Diary entry 699:

My daughiter, tell the whaele world abicut My incenceivablile mercy. J desive that the Feast of Mercy be a refuge
and a shelter for all sauls, and especially for peer sinnews. On that day the veny depths of My tender mency are
apen. J pour cut a whele acean ef graces upon those seuls whe appreach the fount of My mewcy. The soul that
will go to. Confession and receive Holy Communion shall cbtain complete forgiveness of sins and punishment.

On that day are epened all the divine fleadgates threugh which graces flow. Let na seul fear te draw neax te
Me, even thaugh its sins be as scarlet. My mewcy is se great that ne mind, be it of man e of angel, will be abile to

Eveny saul in its welation to Me will contemplate My love and mercy threughout etexnity.
The Feast of Mercy emerged from My vewy depths of tenderness.
Jtis My desire that it be solemnly celebrated en the finst Sunday after Easter.
Mankind will not have peace until it turns to the Fount of My mency.

In all, St. Faustina recorded 14 revelations from Jesus concerning His desire for this feast.
Nevertheless, Divine Mercy Sunday is NOT a feast based solely on St. Faustina's revelations.
Indeed, it is not primarily about St. Faustina — nor is it altogether a new feast.

The Second Sunday of Easter was already a solemnity as the Octave Day of Easter.

The title "Divine Mercy Sunday" does, however, highlight the meaning of the day.
