Dear Family, 
Three years ago, we used a book for our Lenten study called Jesus and the Jewish Roots of the Eucharist by Dr. 

Brant Pitre.  In it we found that the Last Supper was closely connected with all of Salvation History, i.e., all that 

God has done for the salvation of humanity through the Hebrew people and through Jesus Christ. 

 

One of those acts of God was the giving of the MANNA as food in the wilderness.  For 40 years the children of 

Israel lived on the ñBread from Heaven.ò  As soon as they entered the Promised Land, it stopped coming.  Howev-

er, the later prophets of Israel, wrote that they would one day enter a new and eternal Kingdom in which the ñBread 

from Heavenò would be given to them forever by the Messiah.   

 

In the Last Supper, Jesus speaks of the ñBlood of the New Covenant.ò It is connected with the Passover Meal in 

Egypt, in which the blood of the Lamb was  smeared on the doorpost and lintel of each house, and the lamb was 

eaten.  In the Last Supper and the Eucharist, the ñLamb of Godò and the Precious Blood are consumed. 

 

Also connected with the liturgy of the temple, where three times a year, the ñBread of the Presenceò was held aloft 

that the people of Israel could see it with the words, ñBehold, Godôs love for you.ò  This Bread of the Presence, was 

otherwise never seen by the people.  It was only in the Holy Place in the Temple where only the priests could see 

it at every Sabbath.   

 

The Eucharist that came from the Last Supper is the summary and the essence of not just one event, but of all 

Salvation History.  At the Mass, we stand in center of all that God has done and is doing for the salvation of hu-

manity.  It is a gift given to us by an extraordinary work of grace of Almighty  God. 

 

The Eucharist is the bread of the Last Supper, the Bread 

of Heaven, the Lamb of God, the Bread of the Presence, 

and the New Manna from the Messiah.  It is the Bread of 

the Eternal Kingdom of God hoped by the Jews and ful-

filled in Jesus Christ. 

 

Jesus said to his disciples, ñThis is the bread that comes 

down from heaven, not such as the fathers ate and died; 

he who eats this bread will live forever. (Jn 6:48)
