Missa pro Populo 

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ:  (a letter to our parishioners from Msgr. Kevin Michael Quirk)  
 
Beginning with this Sunday’s Masses, you may note that the intention of one of the Masses each Sunday –  
including the anticipated Mass on Saturday evening – is listed as “the People of the Parish.”  Sometimes called 
the Missa pro Populo (the Mass for the People), this is one of my obligations as your pastor.  The Code of Canon 
Law imposes this obligation on all parish pastors at canon 534, providing:  
 

§1. After a pastor has taken possession of his parish, he is obliged to apply a Mass for the people entrust-
ed to him on each Sunday and holy day of obligation in his diocese. If he is legitimately impeded from this 
celebration, however, he is to apply it on the same days through another or on other days himself. 
§2. A pastor who has the care of several parishes is bound to apply only one Mass for the entire people 
entrusted to him on the days mentioned in §1. 
§3. A pastor who has not satisfied the obligation mentioned in §§1 and 2 is to apply as soon as possible as 
many Masses for the people as he has omitted. 

 
While it is true that in every Mass we all pray for the salvation of 
all, the parish priest in particular is entrusted with care for the  
salvation of the souls of all people within in the territory of the  
parish, and that is all people: those at Mass and those not,  
Catholics and Christians, the baptized and the non-baptized.  One 
of the concrete ways that he fulfills the care of souls is by offering 
at least one Mass each Sunday and Holy Day of Obligation for all 
the people in the parish.  In other words, the intention that the 
pastor has while celebrating the Missa pro Populo is to apply all 
the graces and favors from that Mass for all the people within  
parish boundaries.  There is no stipend associated with this Mass 
because it is precisely his job: as your pastor, I am supposed to 
pray for you, your wellbeing, and your salvation, and one of the 
best ways I can do that is by offering the Mass for you. 
 
I tell you this because it has the practical effect of setting aside 
one Mass each Sunday and Holy Day as free from a particular 
intention.  In other words, instead of having three Masses on  
Saturday and Sunday available for individual intentions, there will 
be only two, because I must and want to offer at least one Mass 
for all the people of our parishes, that is, of Greenbrier County.  
So if you stop by the office to request a Mass on a certain Sunday 
and Mrs. Trent tells you that no Mass is available, rest assured 
that is likely because of the Missa pro Populo and my desire to 
fulfil this beautify duty for your benefit.

I hope you understand this and I regret any inconvenience that made be caused.  It is always a joy to offer the Mass for your 
requested intentions and I thank the great number of you who ask for a Mass to be said for living or deceased family members, 
friends, and others.
