INSTRUMENTS 

 

The Organetto, built by Stefan Keppler of Koetz Germany, was developed after a small painting showing Francesco 

Landini playing a portative organ in the Squarcialupi-Codex, c.1410. This organetto, 

pictured at left, is made of  German bogwood. It has 28 metal pipes with parchment 

paper tuning sleeves, and hand operated bellows made of sheepskin.  

 

The shruti box is an instrument from India used to create a drone (a sustained pitch or 

pitches upon which a melody can be played or sung).  It operates with a system of bel-

lows and reeds, similar to an accordion or concertina, and has a chromatic scale of 

keys which can be covered and uncovered to change pitches.  Although this instrument 

is from India, it has gained popularity within Irish traditional music in recent decades  

as an accompaniment for sean-nós ("old style") singing.    

About the musicians…. 
 

Soprano and scholar Dr. Rosemary Heredos is a specialist in Early Music with a particular emphasis in Gregorian chant. She holds  
bachelor’s degrees in music and English literature from Kent State University, and a Master of Arts in Ritual Chant and Song from the  
University of Limerick, where she studied the Irish sean-nós style with Nóirín Ní Riain, and medieval chant and song with Catherine  
Sergent. Rosemary recently completed a doctorate in Historical Performance Practice from Case Western Reserve University, where she 
studied voice with Ellen Hargis. She regularly sings with Cantoral, an all-female chant ensemble based in Limerick, Ireland, and Trobár  
medieval ensemble based in Cleveland.  A church musician since her youth, Rosemary has cantored at Catholic churches around the world, 
and is currently the Coordinator of Liturgical Music at St. Anselm Church in Chesterland, Ohio. Additionally, she teaches in the  
Ethnomusicology department at Kent State University.  Dr. Heredos is also Lecturer in Sacred Music and Voice at St. Meinrad Archabbey, 
where she regularly teaches chant workshops and voice lessons .  
 

Leah Trent is the Music Director at St. Charles Borromeo Catholic Church, where she plays organ and harp, leads the adult choir and  

directs the handbell choir.  She holds a Bachelor’s degree in Organ and Harp and a Master’s degree in Music History from the University of 

Colorado at Boulder. In addition to playing for Masses at St. Charles Church in White Sulphur Springs, Mary Immaculate Church in  

Williamsburg, and Sacred Heart Church in Springdale, Leah plays early music on a variety of historical instruments. She also enjoys
