Introduction to Catechesis

minister in light of this statement. We will examine appropri-
ate methods, planning, the process, importance, ministry and
vocation of catechesis in light of the Vatican Il call for its
renewal. We will meet weekly over Zoom on Wednesday
evenings at 7pm for lecture and discussion.

Ecclesiology: The Beginnings of the Church

Becoming familiar with the earliest layer of Christian Church,
the living community who received the revelation of Christ’s
life, death and resurrection, is an essential element in under-
standing the Vatican Il Church today. We will trace the devel-
opment of the First Century Church, focusing on its contribu-
tion to our theology of Church today. Our conversation in this
session will take into account the current Synod on Synodality
as part of our discussion. All materials are to be found online
and we will meet on Zoom Monday evenings at 7pm.
