This is a time when we especially recognize that in Christ, death is not the end of all things. We continue to
have a connection with those we have lost in death. There is a wonderful prayer in the funeral liturgy that
tells us of this very important doctrine of the Church:

“To You, O Lord, we commend the soul of your servant; in the sight of this world he/
she is now dead, but in your sight may he live forever.”
