May they be inspired by Jesus Christ, supported by our faith community, and
respond generously to God’s gift of vocation.”

National Vocation Awareness Week began in 1976 when the U.S. bishops designated the 28th Sunday of
the year for NVAW. In 1997, this celebration was moved to coincide with the Feast of the Baptism of the
Lord, which fell on January 13 in 2013. Beginning in 2014, the observance was moved to the first full week
of November.
