This is not a day for unbelief. This is a day to be open to the great possibility that God is real; that Jesus is
the Son of God come in the flesh; that He rose from the dead and somehow opened the door to eternal life
for every human being who believes in Him. All of this may not be news to you, but the question it raises
for some may be: Is this real?

Perhaps that question is yours. Things that are spiritual cannot be tested like things that are material, but
the first step of belief is to ask: “Does all of this that we come to believe about God constitute converging
and convincing arguments?” There is much spoken and written in Holy Scripture and through the teachings
of the saints over the centuries that constitute these arguments.

Faith is a response to what God has revealed to us about himself, but it is more that that. Faith is a super-
natural virtue given to us by God to help us believe.

Christus surréxit! - Surréxit vere, alleldja
