So, we have been preparing for the Coming of Christ, and now we are celebrating the great feast this evening and on 

Christmas Day. Merry Christmas!   We especially celebrate this holy day when the God of all creation became visible 

through the Blessed Virgin Mary.   

 

“No one has ever seen God; the only Son, who is in the bosom of the Father, he has made him known” (John 1:18).
