The Disciplines of Lent: Prayer, Fasting, and Almsgiving 

The spiritual disciplines of Lent are given to us in the Gospel reading for every Ash Wednesday.  Our Lord teaches 

about Prayer, Fasting and Almsgiving (Matthew 6:1-6, 16-18). 

 

Prayer – This is daily prayer, which can be done by meditating on Holy Scripture, following a Lenten prayer book-

let, or, praying before the Blessed Sacrament at Church.  The key word here is DAILY. 

Fasting – Our two days of fast are Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.  Every Friday of Lent is also a time of  

Abstinence, when we deprive ourselves of something which is in itself good, and something we enjoy in order to 

place God ahead of all things by self-denial.   

Almsgiving – This is simply to give to those in need.  We can also fulfill this discipline by giving to organizations 

who help the poor. 

In addition to these, we should be mindful of those practices that Catholics are called to do throughout the year.  

These are regular attendance at Mass, Confession and Penance, and support of your local parish church.  

These are part of the Precepts of the Church.   

Lent is a time to do more than at other times of the year. Let us make this a season of spiritual growth.

Dear Family, 

 

The three traditional sources of temptation to sin are the World, the Flesh and the Devil.  These 

sources of temptation are found explicitly or implicitly in scripture and in the teachings of the 

saints.  In the parable of the sower and the seed (Matt. 13:3ff), Jesus speaks of the seed that 

does not grow because the birds come and eat the seeds (Devil).  The seeds that fall on rocky 

soil, and the shallow soil prevents the seed from growing (Flesh).  The third is the seed that 

falls on ground where weed and thorns grow, chocking the young plants (World).  

The Council of Trent sixth session (1547), degreed the following on justification: “Nevertheless, let those who think themselves to 

stand, take heed lest they fall, and, with fear and trembling work out their salvation … in prayers and almsgiving and in fasting.  

They ought to fear for the combat which yet remains with the flesh, with the world, with the devil, wherein they cannot be  

victorious, unless they be with God's grace, obedient to the Apostle, who says; We are debtors, not to the flesh, to live according 

to the flesh; for if you live according to the flesh, you shall die; but if by the spirit you mortify the deeds of the flesh, you shall live.” 

It is a spiritual battle in which we are engaged; a battle with the world, the flesh and the devil.  The world, which offers all things 

for titillation of the senses to be swallowed up by its empty promises.  The flesh;  Our own weaknesses, our shallow desires 

which lead us to nothing.  The Devil which is the spiritual presence that looks to find our weakness and lead us slowly and surely 

to destruction. 

We are always in need of grace, which is necessary to win the battle against the enemy.  But we have to engage in the actions 

by which we open ourselves to the grace of God.  The three actions which Our Lord speaks of in the Gospel of Matthew (6:1-18) 

are Prayer, Fasting and Almsgiving.  Prayer is our weapon against the devil.  Fasting is our weapon against the flesh.  Almsgiving 

is our weapon against the world. 

Let this Lent be the time which we set aside for these fundamental  

practices;  Prayer for the protection of ourselves and for those we love; 

Fasting to bring into control through self-mortification of those desires 

that lead us away from Christ.  Almsgiving for the good of others in a 

world that tempts us to be concerned only with ourselves and to hold all 

we have for our own good. 

Let this Lent be a time to practice fully the way of Christ, to use the 

weapons our faith.  So, when Easter comes we can know that we have spent this time well, and we have opened ourselves to  

the grace offered to us by Jesus, Our Lord, and we are able to love others more completely, more deeply, more selflessly.
